On a very personal note, it is sad to think that head
coach, Bill Nyers has resigned his position due to stated
health reasons and will not be on the sidelines next
season. He will definitely be missed by his student
athletes, colleagues, and many Barron fans.

Coach Nyers devoted thirteen years as our head coach.
He leaves with a 70-58-1 record. This includes the 1997
Central Jersey group IV championship, six playoff
appearances, and nine winning seasons. His 70 wins
rank third in school history behind only Nick Priscoe and
Frank Capraro.

Coach Nyers was old school, a tough task master, and a
disciplinarian. He did not hold back his feelings. His
offensive game planning and ability to motivate were
second to none. Winning was important to him but he
also expected his student athletes to behave and
perform well in school.

He also expected his players to give back to their
community, and they did by participating in various
causes.

Finally, Coach Nyers valued the successful Woodbridge
High School football history and made sure his players
knew about it.
